RATES AND FEES 
2012-2013 SCHOOL TERM 

 
Application fee (non-refundable) is $250 (new students only). 
 

Registration fee (non-refundable) is $600 for Kindergarten through 8th grade. 
 

The application and registration fee must accompany the application for admission along with all necessary 
paperwork and forms (ex: birth certificate and immunization record).  All registration and application fees are 
non-refundable and/or non-transferable, unless the school declines to accept a student. 
 

TUITION 
Tuition is payable in 10 monthly installments - July 10-May 10 (February deferred – registration month).

THE ARK

provided during ACSI Convention, Christmas Vacation, and Easter Break (if there are a minimum of 10 
students signed up).

Occasional Extended Care 
Occasional Extended Care fees are charged when a student is in attendance during a child care program in which they are not enrolled.  
The fees for occasional extended care are:   1st child - $11 per hour; 2nd child - $9 per hour; 3rd child - $7 per hour.  A minimum fee 
will be charged according to the schedule.    
 
Late fees for picking children up after 6:00 p.m. will be charged at a rate of $5 per 5 minute segment, including 
any part of a 5 minute segment (for example, a 6:08 p.m. pick up would cost $10).

_____ Late Payment Charge: Delinquent accounts will be assessed a late charge of $30.00 when full payment of current tuition has 
not been paid in full each month.  The school may suspend the student(s) if full payment is not received by the last day of the month.  
Account may be sent to Transworld Systems if payment is over 60 days past due. 

_____ Absences: No deduction will be made from the tuition or extended child care fees for absences during the school term, 
regardless of the reason for the absence. 

_____ Extended Child Care: Fees are charged when a student is in attendance during a child care program in which they are not 
enrolled.  See fee schedule above. 

_____ Returned Checks:  The parent shall pay a $25.00 charge for all checks returned by the bank unpaid.  If this occurs twice, the 
parent will be required to make all future payments in cash, money order, or cashiers check. 

_____ Withdraw from school:  If I must withdraw my child, I will give the school two weeks notice.  Should I fail to give such 
notice, I will be liable for an additional month’s tuition.  With or without notice, should I withdraw my child, I forfeit any tuition, 
material fees or family assessments that have been paid.

Parent Statement

I understand that the standards of Aliso Viejo Christian School do not tolerate dishonoring of the Holy Trinity and the Word of God, profanity, 
obscenity in word or action, disrespect to the personnel of the school or continued disobedience to the established policies of the school. 

I agree to authorize the school to employ such discipline as it deems wise, necessary and within reason of the action committed. 

Should legal action, for any reason, be taken against Aliso Viejo Christian School or any employee or agent thereof, on my child’s behalf and the 
school or its agent not be found at fault, I agree to pay any attorney fees, court fees, damages or other costs that Aliso Viejo Christian School or its 
agent should incur to defend itself against such action. 

Statement of Faith 

This is the statement of faith of our school.  Hopefully, it is also the statement of your family’s basic Christian conviction.  We respect your right to 
disagree with us.  However, your signature below openly grants the school permission to teach your child these Biblical principles as truth.  I 
understand and will support Aliso Viejo Christian School’s goal for leading my child into a continuing commitment to Jesus Christ as Savior and 
Lord. 

The Bible:  We believe that the Bible is God’s Living Word, without error in terms of God’s intent in original manuscripts.  Inspired by God’s Spirit, 
the Bible is our only final authority in matters of faith and life. (II Tim. 3:16, Psa. 119:105) 

God: We believe that there is one God (Deut. 6:4), eternally existing in three persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.  (Matt. 3:16-17, 28:29, 
II Cor. 13:14) 

Jesus Christ: We believe that Jesus Christ, in His earthly ministry, was both fully God and fully human, and is equal and co-eternal in the one Triune 
Godhead.  Jesus’ death and resurrection paid the penalty for our sins and, by grace through faith, offers believers full forgiveness and eternal 
salvation.  (I Tim. 3:16, Isaiah 9:6, Rom. 4:25, Col 1:15-20, Gal 2:20, I Peter 2:24) 

The Holy Spirit: We believe that the Holy Spirit, also co-eternal in the Triune Godhead, brings us to a saving faith in Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior, 
as the Holy Spirit teaches, gathers, and equips believers to live lives that bring honor and glory to the Lord and fullness of life to the world.  (Acts 2, I 
Cor. 12:1-31, 14:1-12, Gal. 5) 

Human Nature: We believe that human nature contains selfishness and sin, which are not removable by human means.  (Isa. 53, Rom. 3) 

Salvation: We believe that Christ alone (Acts 4:12, John 14:6) provides what the human condition needs – forgiveness of sins, assurance of eternal 
life, and joyful peace.  This is called salvation and is a free gift (Grace, Eph. 2:8-9).  We believe that anyone who believes in Jesus Christ as Lord 
and Savior can be certain of this salvation (assurance, John 5:24).  We believe that we partake of this free gift of grace by faith alone (Rom. 3:28, 
John 3:16), and thereby enter a life-long process of change and growth (sanctification).  (Rom. 12:2, II Cor. 5:17) 

The Church:  We believe that we are a part of the one, true Church (Eph. 3:4-6, Rom. 12:5) made up of all who believe in Christ as Lord and Savior.  
We extend the proclamation and invitation of this Gospel (salvation through Christ) to all people, and welcome into Christian fellowship all who 
accept this message and believe in Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior. (Rom. 15:7) 

Prayer: We believe that God invites us to pray and that He always hears and answers prayers in ways that respect our bidding and fulfill His ultimate 
will.  (James 5:16, Matt. 18:18-20) 

Baptism and the Lord’s Supper:  We believe that Jesus instituted Holy baptism and the Lord’s Supper as a promised means of His grace.  We believe 
the Lord truly acts in the sacraments, and that our faith is an essential part of the equation, which makes the sacraments real and effective. (Mk. 
16:16, I Cor. 11:23-29) 

The Second Coming of Jesus Christ: We believe that Jesus Christ will return in glory and power to judge the living and the dead. (Matt. 25:31, John 
14:1-6, Rev. 19-21) 

Christian Lifestyle – based on the Bible, God’s Word given to His Church:  We believe that Christians are to be actively involved in sharing the 
saving Gospel of Jesus Christ with all people who do not yet believe in Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior as the sole means of salvation.

Rules for Student Use of School Computers

follow AVCS’s rules for behavior when using the Internet, computers and other equipment. 
 
I WILL NOT:

traffic. 

• Gain or seek to gain unauthorized access to others’ files, or 
delete, change or vandalize the data of another user. 

• Forge communications or publications, or represent myself as 
another or anonymous user. 

• Use or participate in any form of conversational hypertext 
access activities, including CHAT, Internet Relay Chat (IRC), 
Hotmail (or other forms of messaging), online interactive 
games, Facebook, Formspring, Twitter or MySpace. 

• Waste or steal supplies, such as paper, printer cartridges and 
CD’s that are provided by the school.

• Use AVCS hardware and software competently 

and respectfully.
