Galatians 5:22-23; 2 Timothy 4:6-8; Matthew 25:14-30
 

“When Christ calls a man, he bids him come and die.”- Dietrich Bonhoe�er
In Matthew 16 we encounter some radical words from Jesus about what it means to be a disciple.  We �nd the same teaching in Mark 

and Luke, and it is clear that this teaching comes on the heels of Jesus’ explanation to his disciples of his coming su�ering and death at 
the hands of the religious leaders. 

 
Then Jesus said to His disciples, “If anyone wishes to come after Me, he must deny himself, and take up his cross and follow Me.  For 

whoever wishes to save his life for My sake will �nd it.  For what will it pro�t a man if he gains the whole world and forfeits his soul?  Or 
what will a man give in exchange for his soul?  For the Son of Man is going to come in the glory of His Father with His angels, and will 

then repay every man according to his deeds.”-Matthew 16:24-27
 

As we read the other accounts of this teaching in Mark and Luke it becomes clear that this was not only teaching directed to his disciples, 
but it was teaching also directed to the crowd.  Thus, this message is not only an exhortation to His followers, but is also an evangelism 

message to those who have not repented and believed.  In that vein, this radical message is seen as even more bold.  In e�ect, Jesus says 
this is the path I will take as the Messiah, and if you are truly my disciples you will follow suit.  Just as I, Jesus, am going to the cross to die, 

so you too are called to die. 
 

For those of us who are disciples how do we hear this message of Jesus?  Surely, the disciples listening to Jesus at the moment of this 
teaching 2000 years ago had not been counting on a path that would lead to su�ering  and self-denial.  They not only wanted to follow a 
glorious Messiah, but they wanted a piece of the glory in the process.  For them it meant letting go of family commitments, their trades, 
their social standing , etc.  For the rich young ruler it meant being willing to let go of his material possessions which had clearly become 

his source of comfort and security, and was his god.  So, what does it mean for us today?  What must we die to?  What are we led 
by-God’s will or our own?  What are we living for-our perceived happiness here on earth or eternal reward in God’s kingdom?
