Application fee (non-refundable) is $250 (new students only).
Registration fee (non-refundable) is $600 for Kindergarten through 8th grade.

The application and registration fee must accompany the application for admission along with all necessary
paperwork and forms (ex: birth certificate and immunization record). All registration and application fees are
non-refundable and/or non-transferable, unless the school declines to accept a student.

TUITION

Tuition is payable in 10 monthly installments - July 10-May 10 (February deferred — registration month).

THE ARK

(Extended Child Care)

Child care costs will be based on the program in which your student(s) is/are enrolled. Fees are charged
monthly and are due on the 1* of each month for the month the student will be enrolled. Child care may be
provided during ACSI Convention, Christmas Vacation, and Easter Break (if there are a minimum of 10
students signed up).

Occasional Extended Care
Occasional Extended Care fees are charged when a student is in attendance during a child care program in which they are not enrolled.
The fees for occasional extended care are: 1% child - $11 per hour; 2™ child - $9 per hour; 3" child - $7 per hour. A minimum fee
will be charged according to the schedule.

Late fees for picking children up after 6:00 p.m. will be charged at a rate of $5 per 5 minute segment, including
any part of a 5 minute segment (for example, a 6:08 p.m. pick up would cost $10).

Dear Parent,

We appreciate your trust in allowing us to serve your family in the spiritual, academic, social and emotional
development of your child(ren).

At AVCS, we are constantly looking for ways to concentrate our available human and financial resources on our primary
mission of the education of your children. To help meet this goal, we have been

co-sourcing through FACTS Management Company to handle tuition payments. FACTS provides over 5000 schools
nationally with a “better way” to manage the business side of education. More than 1,000,000 families use their
program. We are excited to be working with them and are confident this program will only enhance our great financial
stability.

All payment options will be processed by FACTS. The first option in using FACTS will be to automatically transfer your
tuition payment from your checking or savings account. Please be assured that neither FACTS nor the school will have
direct access to or any knowledge about the status of your bank account. You will be able to choose the 10" or 20" of
the month for your bank to make your payment. We are also in the process of adding ARK and Kids Camp billing
through FACTS. You will receive more information on this as it becomes available.

FACTS payments can also be made through your MasterCard, Discover, or American Express credit cards. If you select
this option, each payment will incur a credit card convenience fee of 2.5%. The exact dollar amount of the fee will be
reviewed with you at the time you enroll with FACTS. Again, you will have a choice to choose either the 10" or the 20"
to have your tuition automatically charged to your credit card.

Enrolling into the FACTS program is easy and convenient. FACTS has a link on our school website that allows each family
to enroll into a payment plan that best suits them financially. Parents are able to set up a secure account to view all of

their payment activities online.

Once you have registered your students, you will receive an email with instructions on updating your FACTS account.
Please make sure that we have your correct email address on your registration forms.

Aliso Viejo Christian School is committed to providing a quality, Christ-centered education to our students — your
children.

FACTS Tuition Management —
Frequently Asked Questions

When and what time will the funds be withdrawn from my bank account? While FACTS transacts each
payment on the specified date (10th or ZOth), it is your financial institution that determines the time of day the
payment is debited. FACTS recommends checking with your financial institution to determine how far in
advance funds should be deposited into your account to ensure the automatic payment clears. If a payment
date falls on a weekend or banking holiday, the payment will be transacted the following business day.

How will | be notified of my payment information? Once your agreement for budgeted tuition payments is
posted to the FACTS system you track your account information through a secure site that is password
protected. You will also receive an email reminder that a tuition payment is due 4 days prior to the processing
date.

What happens if FACTS attempts to process my payment and there are not enough funds in my account?
Should an automatic bank payment be returned, a $30.00 FACTS Returned Payment Fee will be automatically
assessed to your account in 5 business days. This is in addition to any missed payment fee that the school may
assess. You will be notified by FACTS of the returned payment via mail or e-mail. For payment scheduled for the
10™ of the month, the reattempt will occur on the 25" for payment scheduled for the 20" the reattempt will
occur on the 5™ of the following month.

What about enrollment in the FACTS payment plan in future years? The FACTS payment plan enables the
school to automatically reenroll families in payment plans over successive years, saving time for both the school
office and your family. Should your tuition payments be made through FACTS the following year, you would be
notified in advance by the school.

Can | make payments online? Yes, you can make payments through your secure account online. When you
enroll into your payment plan you will be asked to create an account. The account will require you to create a
user name, password and answer some simple questions.

Payments: All payments must be made through FACTS tuition Management on or before the 10™ or 20" of each month.
Teachers and Child Care workers are NOT authorized to receive payment.

Late Payment Charge: Delinquent accounts will be assessed a late charge of $30.00 when full payment of current tuition has
not been paid in full each month. The school may suspend the student(s) if full payment is not received by the last day of the month.
Account may be sent to Transworld Systems if payment is over 60 days past due.

Absences: No deduction will be made from the tuition or extended child care fees for absences during the school term,
regardless of the reason for the absence.

Extended Child Care: Fees are charged when a student is in attendance during a child care program in which they are not
enrolled. See fee schedule above.

Returned Checks: The parent shall pay a $25.00 charge for all checks returned by the bank unpaid. If this occurs twice, the
parent will be required to make all future payments in cash, money order, or cashiers check.

Withdraw from school: If I must withdraw my child, I will give the school two weeks notice. Should I fail to give such
notice, I will be liable for an additional month’s tuition. With or without notice, should I withdraw my child, I forfeit any tuition,
material fees or family assessments that have been paid.

Parent Statement

Statement of Faith

This is the statement of faith of our school. Hopefully, it is also the statement of your family’s basic Christian conviction. We respect your right to
disagree with us. However, your signature below openly grants the school permission to teach your child these Biblical principles as truth. |
understand and will support Aliso Viejo Christian School’s goal for leading my child into a continuing commitment to Jesus Christ as Savior and
Lord.

The Bible: We believe that the Bible is God’s Living Word, without error in terms of God’s intent in original manuscripts. Inspired by God’s Spirit,
the Bible is our only final authority in matters of faith and life. (/ Tim. 3:16, Psa. 119:105)

God: We believe that there is one God (Deut. 6:4), eternally existing in three persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. (Matt. 3:16-17, 28:29,
1l Cor. 13:14)

Jesus Christ: We believe that Jesus Christ, in His earthly ministry, was both fully God and fully human, and is equal and co-eternal in the one Triune
Godhead. Jesus’ death and resurrection paid the penalty for our sins and, by grace through faith, offers believers full forgiveness and eternal
salvation. (I Tim. 3:16, Isaiah 9:6, Rom. 4:25, Col 1:15-20, Gal 2:20, I Peter 2:24)

The Holy Spirit: We believe that the Holy Spirit, also co-eternal in the Triune Godhead, brings us to a saving faith in Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior,
as the Holy Spirit teaches, gathers, and equips believers to live lives that bring honor and glory to the Lord and fullness of life to the world. (Acts 2, [
Cor. 12:1-31, 14:1-12, Gal. 5)

Human Nature: We believe that human nature contains selfishness and sin, which are not removable by human means. (Isa. 53, Rom. 3)

Salvation: We believe that Christ alone (Acts 4:12, John 14:6) provides what the human condition needs — forgiveness of sins, assurance of eternal
life, and joyful peace. This is called salvation and is a free gift (Grace, Eph. 2:8-9). We believe that anyone who believes in Jesus Christ as Lord
and Savior can be certain of this salvation (assurance, John 5:24). We believe that we partake of this free gift of grace by faith alone (Rom. 3:28,
John 3:16), and thereby enter a life-long process of change and growth (sanctification). (Rom. 12:2, II Cor. 5:17)

The Church: We believe that we are a part of the one, true Church (Eph. 3:4-6, Rom. 12:5) made up of all who believe in Christ as Lord and Savior.
We extend the proclamation and invitation of this Gospel (salvation through Christ) to all people, and welcome into Christian fellowship all who
accept this message and believe in Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior. (Rom. 15:7)

Prayer: We believe that God invites us to pray and that He always hears and answers prayers in ways that respect our bidding and fulfill His ultimate
will. (James 5:16, Matt. 18:18-20)

Baptism and the Lord’s Supper: We believe that Jesus instituted Holy baptism and the Lord’s Supper as a promised means of His grace. We believe
the Lord truly acts in the sacraments, and that our faith is an essential part of the equation, which makes the sacraments real and effective. (Mk.
16:16, I Cor. 11:23-29)

The Second Coming of Jesus Christ: We believe that Jesus Christ will return in glory and power to judge the living and the dead. (Matt. 25:31, John
14:1-6, Rev. 19-21)

Christian Lifestyle — based on the Bible, God’s Word given to His Church: We believe that Christians are to be actively involved in sharing the
saving Gospel of Jesus Christ with all people who do not yet believe in Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior as the sole means of salvation.
